install central hatching.

When will the work take place?

Work is due to start 29" January 2024 and is scheduled for completion by the 28t
March 2024.

Please note that all our planned roadworks may be subject to change due to weather
conditions or unforeseen circumstances.

How will the work affect traffic?

To keep our programme for these works as short as possible and to minimise
disruption to the local community, residents, businesses, and road users, we will work
under full carriageway closures Monday to Friday 8pm to 6am. We will try to work in
phases to try and lessen disruption by only closing the section we are working on.
